College girls selected to defend the Ashes

Current Brighton College pupil Holly Colvin will fly to Australia on
31% January to join her England team-mates in their defence of the
Ashes. The two nations will also compete in five One-Day
Internationals before England move on to New Zealand for a further
ODI series. Holly is joining the squad a week late so that she can
complete her remaining A2 modules. She will join Old Brightonians
Sarah Taylor and Laura Marsh.

England are in possession of the Ashes after their most recent duel
in 2005. It was during that memorable summer that Holly Colvin
came to the fore as a fifteen year old spinner who carved her way in
to the history books as the youngest player, male or female, to play
Test cricket. She has been the most successful spinner for England
in the last two years and credits much of her success to the levels of expertise she has benefited from at the Sussex
Academy and at Brighton College.

The Aussies will be wary of Sarah Taylor who burst onto the international scene in 2006 as a hard-hitting seventeen
year old batsman. Six months later she was opening the batting against Australia and recorded her maiden century
against them — the youngest player ever to score a hundred for England.

The team must draw their only Test match on their tour of Australia to retain the Ashes. The match, which will be played
at The Bradman Oval, starts on 15" February. The team will then play a five-match ODI series, including games at the
Melbourne Cricket Ground (MCG) and the Sydney Cricket Ground (SCG). The remainder of their seven-week tour will
be spent in Christchurch, New Zealand, competing in an ODI series against the Kiwis.
