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The Fencing Season 2007-2008

This has been quite a challenging time for Brighton College Fencers, juggling major exams and other sports with
representing their county nationally and internationally.

Lloyd Jefferson has again shown his ability to stay at the top of his game. We congratulate Lloyd for being selected for
the Welsh Fencing Team for the Home International Junior Fencing Tournament to be held in Stoke on 23rd February
2008. This will be his last year at this level having now been selected continuously for the last six years and we hope he
will be able to retain the trophy won last year.

At the Leicester Open in the summer of 2007 Sophie and her brother Greg (Ryle 02-07) both won bronze in a very
strong field with many international fencers present. Greg followed this by winning the Sussex Men’s Epee.

Sophie has had a long season, representing GB at under 17 and

under 20 level and has been invited to represent GB adults. Sophie

chose to concentrate on the U17s competitions as she had been

enlisted into the Cadet Potential Programme, the first step onto the

Olympic Pathway. During the season Sophie was a double medal

winner (Gold and Bronze) at the UK School Games and won the

Manchester Cadet International, her first major tournament win for

under 17s; she followed this with a 5" in the British Nationals.

Sophie’s best national result came in December when she became

the youngest person to win the Hereford and Worcester Open. In

one day she picked up Best Under 17, Best Under 20 and overall

Champion medals and prizes. Then the international season started

in earnest. At the Junior A Grade in Portugal Sophie came 14", an

excellent result for a major competition. Sophie then went on to fence in Bonn, Dijon, Heidenheim, Ligano and
Grenoble, doing very well in all of them. On the back of this success she has been selected for the European
Championships in March and has just been confirmed for the World Championships in April. She has also been
awarded a Sports Aid Grant and has Sponsorship from a major bank. Chris Penney’s coaching and the flexibility of the
school has been instrumental in the success of all the school fencers and we wish Lloyd and Sophie good luck at the
Public Schools Fencing Competition next month.
