Weekly Boarding at Brighton College

I am delighted to report that we are receiving an expansion of interest in weekly boarding at the college from local
families. In September 2008, we will admit our largest cohort of Year 9 boarders for more than thirty years.
Consequently, we will be expanding each of the three boarding houses to provide new and improved accommodation,
additional social areas and ICT suites. This provides an opportunity for any Year 8 pupil who has been considering a
boarding place but who has hitherto been placed on a waiting list, to join as a boarder in September. We will also be
able to take in a few additional boarders from families who may not have previously considered this as an option. In
addition, there may well be Year 7 parents who would like to consider boarding as an option for their children in 2009.

The weekly boarding we offer is unique. We have no Saturday morning lessons so boys and girls are collected at 4pm
on Friday and return to school Monday morning. This allows them time to complete all their homework at school, and,
as importantly, allows them all the fun of a boarding community in the week while spending three nights a week at
home. We believe that this is really important: teenagers need time at home at the weekend with Mum and Dad, with
their siblings and with friends who may well be at other schools. Saturday afternoons are, of course, important for sport
and it may well be that your son or daughter will wish to stay over on the occasional Friday evening which is absolutely
fine. Equally, you might wish to take them to the match yourself on Saturday. It is all about flexibility and providing as
best we can a balance between family and school life.

The Director of Boarding, Mr Ken Grocott, and the Housemasters and Housemistresses would thus like to invite you
and your son or daughter to a ‘Boarding Discovery evening’ at 7pm on Wednesday 27th February, specifically for
pupils at Brighton College Prep School and St Christopher’s School. You will have the opportunity to hear about
boarding, meet some current boarders and visit the boarding houses.
