In his first official visit to an independent school The Rt Hon 
Ed Balls, Secretary of State for Children, Families and 
Schools, visited the college last Friday to open the recently 
appointed Confucius Classroom, the centre of Chinese 
Studies, funded by the Chinese government. On entering the 
quadrangle he was met by appropriately dressed 
representatives from the Pre-Prep School who presented him 
with flowers and Chinese mementoes for his own children. As 
he entered the newly designed Woolton Quad with the 
Headmaster, Lord Skidelsky and senior representatives from 
the Chinese Embassy he was serenaded by a Pre-Prep choir, 
keen to display their command of the language. Having 
unveiled two plaques, he moved into the Confucius Classroom, where he chatted with college Fourth Form 
pupils who were having a lesson. After this the sun shone and dragons danced as his official car drove him 
from the college to the political realities of an education conference at the Brighton Centre. It was a 
memorable morning for official guests and younger celebrities alike.
