Beijing trip 24th - 31st October 2008  
 
Take up for the L5th trip to Beijing in the October half term of 2008 
has been good, though there are one or two places still available if 
pupils or parents missed (or have lost!) the original mailout about 
this. 
 
The aim of this trip will be for our year 10 pupils to be able to meet 
with and talk to pupils of their own age at Tsinghua School, our 
partner school in Beijing, whilst experiencing the latest Olympic city, 
and the World Heritage sites of the Great Wall, the Forbidden City, 
and the Ming dynasty tombs amongst other sites of interest.  
 
The trip will leave on the first Friday of half term, October 24th, and 
return on the second Friday, October 31st.  We aim to fly direct to 
Beijing, and the costs to the pupils will be the return air fare 
(presently around £800) plus a small stipend for the occasional meal 
and pocket money during their stay.  Tsinghua School have 
generously agreed to accommodate us on their site, and provide 
their own transport in and around Beijing during our stay.
