Brighton College Burma Cyclone Nargis Appeal 

�
Like most people, we at Brighton College have been deeply saddened by what has happened in Burma, in 
terms of both the horrific destruction caused by Cyclone Nargis and the Burmese Government’s subsequent 
refusal to accept much of the aid that has been offered to its people.  It is feared that the death toll could 
rise to over 100,000 with another two million severely affected and extremely vulnerable to disease.  
Although the full extent of this tragedy is only beginning to be revealed one thing is extremely clear: the 
Burmese government does not have the capacity or even the inclination to launch the necessary relief effort 
in Burma. 

 
 
Brighton College is therefore determined to encourage pupils to learn more about Burma and to raise as 
much funds as possible over the coming weeks for the Cyclone Nargis Appeal.  The money raised will be 
donated to the Civic Society Initiative, an NGO comprising volunteer Burmese students and teachers at the 
British Council in Yangon (Rangoon).  A member of staff has already given a talk to pupils outlining Burma’s 
history and the current situation in the stricken country and on Wednesday a tuck-shop raised over £100 for 
the appeal. There will be numerous other fundraising activities taking place throughout the term, including a 
lottery which all parents and pupils can enter.  Half the money raised will go to the appeal and the other half 
will be converted into cash prizes.  The College is also hoping that local companies will offer to pledge to 
match the amount of funds raised by pupils.

Sports Review  
 
Saturday 10 th May - Fixtures 
 
Cricket 
In the weekend’s Cricket  matches against Epsom College , all senior teams were successful. Having beaten 
Eastbourne College by 8 wickets last Saturday, the 1st XI went one better to beat Epsom by 9 wickets.  After a brilliant 
bowling and fielding performance by the college, Epsom were bowled out for 97.  Best figures were recorded by 
Alasdair Wilson, 3 for 23, Andrew Thornely, 2 for 13, Holly Colvin, 2 for 15, and Felix Jordan with 2 for 10.  Oliver 
Gatting and Adam Davis set the tone early with the bat scoring 37 and 31 not out respectively.  Michael Chapman 
helped Gatting over the finish line with 24 not out. 
 
In the 2nd XI  match Brighton batted first scoring 182, with Bradley Bridson top scoring with 72 ably supported by 
Patrick Vanderpant who scored 43.  A good bowling performance led by Milo Gough with 4 for 24 reduced Epsom to 90 
all out, a conclusive win.  The 3rd XI won a close and exciting match in the last over, winning by 1 wicket (Epsom 164 
for 6 off 30 overs Brighton 166 for 9 off 29.4 overs).  Toby Ankers held things together scoring 44, with contributions 
from Rishin Patel and Elliot Parkes.  Parkes was the pick of the bowlers with 2 for 18 
 
In the junior matches the Under 14 As  were under pressure from the start with the Epsom bowling attack restricting the 
college side to a low total.  Most batsmen applied themselves well, but eventually let themselves down to loose shots 
caused by the Epsom pressure.  Yass Bahemou scored an important 19 to hold the innings together.  In reply, a 
superlative spell of bowling from Jamie Thornely of 2 wickets for 6 runs restricted Epsom to 28-2 from 12 overs and the 
match was finely balanced.  However, Epsom's hard hitting number 4 played well, rode his luck and Epsom emerged 
victorious.  In the Under 14 Bs  match some good early bowling from Sam Darkens, Alex Kittow and Kasper Axelsen 
put Epsom under early pressure, taking three early wickets.  However some missed chances allowed Epsom to bat 
through their 30 overs to finish with an impressive total of 161.  In reply, the only Brighton batsmen to get going were 
Jamie Cash, 16, and Tom Strange, 27.  
 
In the Under 15 Bs match, Theo Stainer got a diamond duck and George Lord was also out at the end of the first over, 
making the score 0-2. Then Sam Meikle-Small and Robbie Wirdnam put on a good partnership, before the latter was 
out for 14. Darshan Patel then batted well, both he and Sam top-scoring with 26 each. The innings closed with the 
score 121-5. Unfortunately, the opposition batsmen were too strong and they reached the total with 9 overs to spare, 
with the loss of only two wickets, one apiece to Sam and Darshan.

In the Rounders  matches against Eastbourne, the Under 15s  continued their unbeaten run with a comfortable win.
