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Sports Review  
 
The College cricket teams completed their first half of term with some highly impressive results on the cricket pitch 
against Dulwich College.  All Brighton’s senior teams were victorious with the 1st XI winning by 37 runs to maintain their 
unbeaten run in Saturday fixtures.  Batting first, the Brighton 1st XI raced to 150-2, Alasdair Wilson making 62, young 
England star Adam Davies 58 and captain Andrew Thornely 47.  Chasing Brighton’s total of 220, Dulwich reached 183 
all out in reply.  
 
Brighton College 2nd XI followed suit and beat Dulwich by a convincing 8 wickets.  Having bowled Dulwich out for 153, 
Brighton knocked off the runs for the loss of only 2 wickets.  Stars with the ball were James Silk (4 for 43), Matthew Silk 
and Charles Davies.  An excellent partnership between Graham Manser (73) and Patrick Vanderpant (65) saw Brighton 
cross the line with ease. 
 
In the 3rd XI match, Brighton won a thrilling game by 8 runs.  Brighton made 100 all out from 23 overs and Dulwich 
finished with 92 all out.  Brighton’s Rishin Patel took 5 wickets and was supported by some spectacular fielding from his 
team-mates in the way of diving catches and direct hit run-outs.   
Down at the youngest end of the school, Brighton’s Under 14A team 
won a tense encounter which went down to the wire.  Having been 
reduced to 38-4, Brighton rallied superbly with excellent batting from 
George Machan 32, Ben Hornby 25 and Yass Bahemou 15 to reach 
a respectable total of 130-8.  In reply Eswar Kalidasan's off-spin 
bowling saw Dulwich faltering at 8 for 2.  Excellent spirit in the field 
and good bowling from Jamie Thornley (3-22) and Ed Kittow 
enabled the Brighton team to win by a 6 run margin; Dulwich 
finished on 124-7. 
 

In the Under 14B game, Brighton batted first and scored 158 all 
out in 29 overs.  Tom Strange scored 46 and Sam Darkens and 
Jack Nicholls-Marcy both scored 31.  Darkens then bowled well to 
take 3-30 but the pick of the bowlers was off-spinner Max Longley who took 4-4 and brought about the Dulwich collapse.  
Brighton won by 30 runs.
