Sports Review

Cricket

St Bedes 213 for 8, 1% X1 219 for 3. Won by 5 wickets

The 2™ XI followed the 1% XI with a good win. A competent bowling and fielding display but one in which few bowled as
well as they have done on occasions and the St. Bedes batsmen played well, St.Bedes setting a challenging total. A fine
partnership from Graham Manser (74) and Jamie Proctor (64*) meant that Brighton reached the target with time to
spare. It was an impressive and mature run chase which illustrated the progress that has been made in the ability of the
boys to construct an innings.

In reply, Elliot Jones' accomplished leg
spin accounted for 3 of the top 4 St Bede's players and he was supported by Jamie Thornley (3-15) and Phillip
Papasavvas (1-6 off 6 overs).

The Under 14 Bs made a promising start with some early wickets; however the St Bedes middle order began to
dominate the game, mainly due to some short pitched bowling and a very small leg side boundary. After 25 overs St
Bedes scored 145-6. Axelsen and Halford were the pick of the bowlers. The batters made an excellent start to the
innings, reaching 61-1 after 10 overs with Tom Strange scoring 23. However, we suffered from a middle order collapse,
going from 61-1 to 67-6 in the space of a couple of overs. We were eventually bowled out for 101 in the 19th over.

In the Under 14 Cs match the college side won the toss and elected to field. St. Bede's were bowled out for 107 off 21.2
overs. Brilliant bowling from Sophie Benton and a fantastic cameo role from Charlie Grey out the college side in a
strong position. The College then batted and scored 110 for 8 with 3.4 overs left. Max Betrand held the innings together
with James Phillips.

Midweek

Cricket

This was a tense cup quarter-final affair which Brighton deservedly won by playing some excellent cricket. George
Machan's superb direct hit out in the third ball of the day set the tone for a fine fielding display which yielded 3 run outs.
However, it was the spinners Jones (4-18) and Kalidasan (1-5 off 5 overs) who literally 'turned the screw'. In reply the
game seemed to be over at 17-0 off 2 overs, yet some fine Eastbourne pace bowling reduced Brighton to 45-6 and the
game was in the balance. Ben Horby (18 not out) and Georgia Adams (9 not out) batted with assurance under pressure
and sealed the victory.

In the Sussex Cup semi final, a very capable Warden park side finally overcame a tenacious BC side in the final over of
a pulsating contest. Warden Park's early order batsmen gained control despite steady bowling from Jamie Thornley (1-
18) and spirited fielding. Yet it was only George Greenstreet's spin at the death of the innings that swung the game to
parity with 3-12 off 3 excellent overs in the last 5 of the innings. In reply Warden Park's competent bowling attack
reduced BC to 64-5 with just 12 overs remaining. Yet, despite the desperate nature of the situation, a marvellous stand
of 76 in just 9 overs from Ben Hornby (48) and Jamie Thornley (50) gave BC real hope and at one stage just 12 were
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needed off 11 balls with 4 wickets in hand. Yet, a mini collapse ensued and Warden Park prevailed as deserved victors.
