Scholars' Lecture: Siegfried Sassoon: The Making of  a War Poet

Special Guest Speaker: Dennis Silk

the talk will commence at 7pm and finish approximat ely at 
8pm.

All pupils and parents are strongly encouraged to attend a 
forthcoming special guest lecture on Thursday 13th November at 
7pm.  It will be given by Dennis Silk CBE, who was an international 
cricketer and also Headmaster of Radley College for 23 years.  Mr 
Silk was a personal friend of Siegfried Sassoon, one of this 
country's best known war poets in the years following the Second 
World War when he lived at Heytesbury, Wiltshire, until the poet's 
death in 1967.  He made several unique recordings of the poet 
reading his own work; these recordings, which formed the basis of 
a BBC Radio 4 programme on the subject (Siegfried Sassoon: a 
Friend) will be heard during this talk. Coming two days after the 
school's Remembrance Day service on Tuesday, this lecture 
will also be an introduction for some younger pupils to a poet 
whose writing has done much to enhance our understanding of the 
First World War.  All Scholars are expected to attend if possible, 
but this special lecture is open to all.  Parents are particularly 
welcome to attend.

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Sports Review 
 
In the Hockey matches against Cranleigh the 1st XI put together a much improved performance that deserved more 
than a loss.

Yet, despite falling behind, BC kept going and Sophie 
Scourfield reduced the deficit to 3 - 2 before Cranleigh's strength became more apparent towards the end; yet the final 
goal was the last touch of the match.
