Using a series 
of vivid slides, he took his audience on a tour through the poet’s early life at Marlborough, through the horrors of the 
trenches to his life as a country gentleman in Wiltshire. It was a hugely informative and heartfelt occasion.  The college 
has made a donation to a charity founded by Mr and Mrs Silk, Hop, Skip and Jump, which provides respite care to assist 
parents of children with special needs.

In a tight 
game the 1st XV lost 24-15 to a very experienced Epsom side.  The 2nd XI continued their unbeaten run on the Home 
Ground with their best performance of the season 16-15.  The mid-field defence was outstanding as was the 
commitment shown by the forwards.  Tries from Sam Susman and Tim Brazier and two penalties from Richard Broad.  
The 3rd and 4th XVs both lost. 
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The Under 16s lost both their games against more physical opposition.  The As worked hard throughout but the pace of 
the Epsom College backs could not be thwarted.
