Many of our mathematicians in the Sixth Form and Upper Fifth took part in the UK Senior Mathematics Challenge early 
in November. Participants are faced with an intriguing test of reasoning and mental agility that consists of 25 challenging 
problems; around 90,000 pupils take part across the UK. Well done to all those who participated and especially to those 
who were awarded certificates; all winners will receive these at the end of term. This year’s tally was a record: 13 Gold, 
23 Silver and 17 Bronze. Gold recipients are listed below, and particular congratulations go to Yuan Yuan Zheng and 
Oliver Sibley who qualified automatically for Round 1 of the British Mathematical Olympiad this week.

Opinion was split on the effectiveness of the revolving stage but 
we were all agreed on the fact that we had witnessed a powerful play with some superb 
acting, not least from Clare Higgins as Jocasta. Some two and a half thousand years 
after its first performance and the play still has the power to move its audience. Hearing 
the messenger describe how Oedipus blinded himself sent a shiver of revulsion through 
us all. The old question; ‘Is it worth studying Classics today?’ was emphatically 
answered on that stage with a resounding yes!

In one of the toughest block fixtures of the season all of the Rugby  teams acquitted themselves well against John 
Fisher.

The best result of the day was by the 2nd XI who controlled the game well, with much improved passing and 
movement.  The score was 0-0 at half time, but Tiffany Roberts demonstrated great tenacity to open the scoring at the 
start of the second half, and Lauren Palmer capped a very strong display with two more goals before the end of the 
game.  In the 1st XI game an excellent first half meant at half time the scores were level at 0-0.  In the second half the 1st 
XI found it difficult to clear the pressure and conceded 3 goals, final score lost 3 – 0.  The under 15 A XI girls' Hockey 
team lost 3-1 to a well organised City of London Freeman's side who besieged Brighton's goal for the first 15 minutes. In 
this period they scored 3 goals and looked like overwhelming Brighton with a double figure scoreline. However, to 
Brighton's credit, they responded well thereafter and were given a lifeline with Winnie Lawrence's goal just before half 
time. The second half was much tighter with Phoebe Tomlinson, Sophie Scourfiled and Izi Hutchinson being the key 
players, yet overall the stronger side deservedly won. 
 
The Boys' Squash  1st V played well in a midweek Nationals' fixture against a stronger side from Peter Simmonds 
School, but ultimately lost 4-1, with Captain Felix Jordan the only victor in an exciting 5 game match.
