The 1st XI got their season off to a winning start with a tense 
match against Epsom College.  Brighton took control of the first 
half with some good passing and Adam Rawstone found space 
and made some good deliveries on the left wing.  Michael 
Chapman worked tirelessly just off the front man linking up well 
with Harry Herbert and Stuart Maxwell in the centre of midfield.  
However, Brighton's possession failed to realise any clear 
chances and the Epsom keeper remained largely untested. 
Epsom were dangerous on the break with the long ball over the 
top, although the attacks were dealt with by an impressive back four and Jamie Proctor in goal.  The second half told a 
different story with Brighton peppering the Epsom goal on a number of occasions.  Richard Muronda's pace made a real 
impact as he came on from the bench and was unlucky to have a goal ruled off-side after a good finish.  Stuart Maxwell 
continued the pressure with a crisply struck half-volley from the edge of the box rattling the Epsom bar.  It seemed like it 
wasn't going to be Brighton's day when a goal-mouth scramble fell to Michael Chapman, who broke the deadlock with 
ten minutes to go, capitalising on Epsom's inability to clear.  Final score 1st XI 1 Epsom 0. 
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The 2nd XI won a scrappy game 3 – 1.  The College side managed to settle first with a scrappy goaline scramble which 
Julius Yiu bundled in for the lead.  They then started to play some decent football, especially down the right with Max 
Kuhn and Miles Holbrook establishing control in midfield.  Tim Brazier scored the 2nd goal with a well timed punt from 10 
yards inside his own half, which looped over the Epsom keeper to leave him quite disbelieving and amazed.   

Brighton started the second half with more composure and authority and began to pass the ball with greater skill and 
effect.  Ocean Wisdom scored the third goal with a one-on-one and the game looked sealed.  Epsom kept Brighton 
honest by scoring a well worked goal 10 minutes from the end.
