Horatio 
Georgestone played King Duncan with tremendous gusto, and 
George Weller was a refined Banquo.  The production, which was 
supported by a superb technical team, had the large audience on 
the edge of their seats throughout.  A thoroughly enjoyable 
evening!

Sports Review 

Football 

v KCS Canterbury  

The 1st XI had a very close encounter with a well-
organised KCS Canterbury side on the New 
Ground.  Having lost 4-1 in this fixture last year the 
1st XI were desperate to take the advantage and 
continue their unbeaten run.  Whilst the 1st XI 
played a measured passing game, KCS played a 
more direct style of football and either of the teams 
could have gone a goal ahead in the first ten 
minutes.  Brighton's first chance to break the 
deadlock came after they were awarded a penalty 
following a mazy dribble into the box, Louis Collard-
Watson stepped up but failed to hit the target.  Minutes later Collard-Watson made up for his earlier miss with a well-
placed volley following good play from Mike Chapman on the right, for the home side’s first and only goal.  Richard 
Muronda continued to make life difficult for KCS but chances to put the game out of KCS's reach were spurned.  In the 
second half both teams were disallowed goals following offside rulings and the college’s failure to clear the ball led to a 
low shot from KCS finding the goal.  Final score 1st XI 1 - 1 KCS Canterbury. 

The 2nd XI started well and played some good football in the first half.  Vanstone and Tarr combined well on the left to 
create numerous problems for KCS defence.  Getting behind the defence led to the first goal scored by Khun, who got 
on the end of a well delivered cross from Vanstone.  KCS were more resilient and determined in the second half which 
caught Brighton by surprise and a lack of concentration allowed KCS to equalise.  The score remained 1-1, however 
Brighton had one or two chances to steal a win but were denied by a combination of good goalkeeping and poor 
finishing.  A draw was a fair result overall.   

The 3rd XI put in an impressive performance to win 4 – 0.  The team was marshalled by captain Toby Ankers, Ocean 
Wisdom scored 2 spectacular goals and created another brace for Will Wright and Julius Yu.  The team were content to 
hang onto this lead and play out a scoreless second half.  Although losing 1 – 0, the 4th XI played some excellent 
football in a well matched game.
