The Sixth Form Lecture Theatre will be renamed the Dimbleby Lecture Theatre next 
week, in honour of Richard Dimbleby, widely acknowledged as one of the greatest 
broadcasters in the history of radio and television.  His son, Jonathan Dimbleby, will 
unveil a commemorative plaque during a brief ceremony which will be attended by a 
small number of Sixth Form pupils.  Richard Dimbleby is remembered as much for his 
extraordinary ability to convey the sense of any occasion during his commentary as for 
his interviews with some of the foremost figures of his era.  He is said to have carried out 
encyclopaedic research before each major event, on the personalities as well as the 
venues in which they were taking place.

The Association of Old Brightonians is delighted to announce that this year's Annual Dinner will 
take place on Saturday 28 November.  The guest speaker and guest of honour will be the 
documentary filmmaker and Emmy winner Chris Terrill (A. 1965-70) .  Chris worked for the BBC 
World Service as a specialist in African affairs switching to television where he discovered a 
passion for making documentaries.  Since then he has become one of the country’s foremost 
documentary makers, specialising in films about people and communities as well as the military 
and high adventure.  His films are shown worldwide and he has received many awards – 
including an Emmy for outstanding investigative journalism and a Royal Television Society 
award for innovation.  When filming with the Royal Marines Commandos, both in training and on 
the front line in Afghanistan, he became the only civilian and the oldest person ever to pass the 
gruelling commando tests.  For this he was awarded an honorary green beret which remains his 
proudest possession.

Sports Review 

Cricket  
 
In a pre-season 20/20 game against Bedford School the 1st XI lost by 5 wickets.  The 1st XI were all out for 98 with 
James Chapman top scoring with 21.  Bedford got the total with a couple of overs and five wickets to spare.  Best 
bowling figures were recorded by Felix Jordan with 2-11.  In the opening 1st XI 50 over game against St Bede’s, the 1st 
XI fared a lot better winning convincingly by 69 runs.  The College scored 193 runs on a difficult wicket losing only four 
wickets and seeing out the 50 overs (Adam Davies 64 and James Chapman 41).   St Bede’s limped to 124 all out with 
Amed Hamed taking 4-28 and Adam Rawstrone 4-21.

The 2nd XI lost by four wickets in a lacklustre start to the cricket season.  Despite good knocks from Toby Ankers (19) 
and Jonny Heather (31), a total of 114 was disappointing.  The bowling was more impressive, with excellent spells from 
Milo Gough and Charles Davies, and the game hung in the balance with the St.Bede’s score at 69 for 6.  However, 
resolute batting from St. Bedes saw them home for 116 for 6.  The 2nd XI batsmen will need to prize their wickets more 
if they are to have a competitive season. 
 
The Under 15 A team started their season with a disappointing loss to St Bede's.  After being sent in on a rain affected 
wicket the team got off to a good start with both Jamie Thornley and Eswar Kalidasan looking to be in good form.  
However, due to far too few batsmen putting a price on their wicket the team limped to 109 all out from 27 overs.  Whilst 
there was some good bowling, with Jack Nichols-Marcy applying significant pressure early, there was a failure to take 
the early wickets required and the bowlers were not aided by 6 dropped catches.  In the end St Bede's were well tied 
down, but reached the total in the last over. 
 
The Under 15 Bs lost comfortably to a very strong St Bede's side.  By electing to bat first St Bede's took full advantage 
of the difficult fielding conditions and batted very well scoring 295 in their 30 overs.  Chris Currell was the pick of the 
bowlers taking 3-31.  In reply Brighton were 107 for 9 in their 30 overs.  Ben Halford captained the side well and scored 
a creditable 21 with the bat. 
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The Under 14 A XI won a tense, low scoring game by 4 wickets.  After losing the toss, Brighton's opening bowlers Sam 
Grant (4-8) and Dougie Glynne-Jones (2-12) excelled and within twenty  minutes St Bede's were reduced to 4-4.  
However, a minor rally ensued and St Bede's eventually reached a creditable 83 all out.  Tom Greenhalgh and Hector 
Bunce also bowled well in the middle of the innings.  Alarmingly though, Brighton's first four batsmen were also out in 
the first 5 overs of the innings.  Yet Josh Ash, with controlled stroke-play and a match wining 33 not out, guided the 
team to victory.  Perhaps the most noteworthy mention should go to Rebecca Silk though, who came to the crease at a 
perilous 58-6.  However, she overcame her nerves and struck the ball beautifully to make a crucial 10 not out.  There is 
much for the team to work on, but a satisfying victory nonetheless. 
 
The Under 14 B XI won a keenly contested game by 7 wickets.  Electing to field first, the College bowled St Bede’s out 
for 140- a competitive total on the artificial wicket.  Alastair Foote and Rohan Agnihotri were the pick of the bowlers with 
figures of 4-26 and 3-18 respectively.  The side got off to a shaky start batting, slumping to 5-2, but an excellent stand of 
136 between Ryan Elliot and Max Appleburg won the day.  However, conceding nearly 50 extras and dropping 5 
catches means there is plenty of work to do before next week.  

The Under 14 C XI  had a comprehensive victory, winning by 4 wickets.  Having elected to field first the College 
side limited the opposition to 84 all out, Charlie Brotherston being the pick of the bowlers with figures of 2-2 off three 
overs.  Calum Husselbee top scored with 19, and the winning runs were scored with 3 overs left.  Calling between the 
wickets and hitting the ball on the ground are targets for the next match.
