National Education Conference

The annual Brighton Education Conference was hosted at Brighton College
again this week, with more than 200 heads of the country’s independent
schools in attendance. Among the key speakers was Dr David Starkey, fresh
from presenting his highly popular television series celebrating the accession to
the throne of Henry VIII. Predictably, he was on controversial form and
contrasted the manner in which failure in today’s society seems to be rewarded
whereas in Tudor times, it was met with rather severe consequences. Richard
cairns used his address to call on politicians of all parties to stop justifying their
existence by seeming to legislate in all areas of education, strangling schools in
the process. Other speakers highlighted their experience of trying to meet new
public benefit guidelines and the Chief Executive of the Independent Schools
Council spoke of the necessary measures needed to beat the current
recession.

The Association of Old Brightonians is delighted to announce that this year's Annual Dinner will take place on Saturday
28 November. The guest speaker and guest of honour will be the documentary filmmaker
and Emmy winner Chris Terrill (A. 1965-70) . Chris worked for the BBC World Service as
a specialist in African affairs switching to television where he discovered a passion for
making documentaries. Since then he has become one of the country’s foremost
documentary makers, specialising in films about people and communities as well as the
military and high adventure. His films are shown worldwide and he has received many
awards — including an Emmy for outstanding investigative journalism and a Royal
Television Society award for innovation. When filming with the Royal Marines
Commandos, both in training and on the front line in Afghanistan, he became the only civilian and the oldest person
ever to pass the gruelling commando tests. For this he was awarded an honorary green beret which remains his
proudest possession.

Sports Review
Athletics v Wellington, Epsom, Malborough

The college athletes recorded their best ever result at the COpenhagen Shield Meet between Brighton, Wellington,
Marlborough and Epsom. This was the first time that the college has ever put a full combined team out. Several school
records were broken and some personal best records were set. The boys team finished 2nd in the combined
competition beating Wellington and Marlborough. The girls also finished second, beating Marlborough and Epsom.
Highlights were Hannah Short and Lewis Moyle in the Junior Hurdles, the Senior Boys and Girls 4 x 100 metre relay
teams, Winnie Lawrence in the 300 metres, Matthew Gue in the discus and Man Yu and Will Martin in the javelin.

Cricket v Ardingly

The 1% XI followed up last week’s excellent performance against St Bede’s with another strong win against Ardingly.
The team won by 109 runs thanks to a brilliant batting display from the Chapman brothers. Brighton batted first and
made 265-2 from their 45 overs (Michael Chapman 108 no & James Chapman 77). Ardingly finished 156 all out (Felix
Jordan 4-17 and Adam Rawstrone 3-23).

The 2nd Xl batted first and made 143-9. They beat Ardingly, who made 92, by 51 runs. Though the batting showed
frailty again, a decent score was posted owing largely to the efforts of James Silk (26), Ocean Wisdom (32) and Tim
Brazier (33*). Some very good bowling from Charles Davies, Joe Charneaud and particularly Theo Bunce (who took 5-8
in his seven overs) meant that Ardingly never threatened the Brighton score. However, the fielding in support of the
bowling was second rate and will need to improve for the fixture against Eastbourne next week.

The Under 15 A team put in a very strong showing against Ardingly. Batting first, Jamie Thornely and Eswar Kalidasan
made an excellent start, amassing an opening partnership of over 90. With wickets in hand, some lusty hitting in the
final overs ensured alarge total of 188 from 35 overs. Thornely was top scorer, with an elegant 74 runs. The
performance with the ball was just as impressive, with Thornely taking three wickets to cap an excellent match and Elliot
Jones bamboozling all-comers with his leg spin. He finished with a much deserved five wicket haul. Ardingly managed
only 92, falling 96 runs short. An excellent performance.

In a very good team effort the Under 15 Bs proved to be the better side against Ardingly. Electing to bat first, Jamie
Cash and Max Longley formed an outstanding second wicket partnership of 205 to put Brighton College in command of
the match. Defending a total of 227 runs the College bowled and fielded very well. They restricted Ardingly to just 87
runs in their 30 overs to record a win by 141 runs. Special mention should go to Jamie Cash who was the top scorer
with 106 runs and Max Longley with 76 not out. Sam Darkens was the pick of the bowlers taking 3 wickets.

The Under 14A Xl lost a rather strange game by 90 runs. It was a heavy defeat, yet against a very strong Ardingly side
with 5 county players, Brighton pressed them hard for most of the game. Ardingly were reduced to 80-4 after Tom
Greenhalgh took 2 wickets in 2 balls. However poor ground fielding and 30 wides afforded the opposition perhaps 50
generous runs too many in their total of 209. Sam Grant took 4-46. In reply Brighton's top order batted superbly to be
100-2 after 22 overs against a formidable bowling attack. Dougie Glynn-Jones, 25 and Josh Ash, 28 both batted
responsibly. However, as the run rate escalated, Brighton folded under the pressure Brighton with the last 6 batsmen
contributing just 1 run between them. This meant that Brighton collapsed to 119 all out, and the team lost by 90 runs.
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In perfect cricket conditions at Ardingly the Under 14Bs won by 93 runs. Captain Rohan Agnihotri won the toss and,
understandably, opted to bat. A strong middle-order performance and some clean hitting at the death took the total to
166 for 6, from 30 Overs. Max Appleburg (44) and William Symes (32) put on a crucial stand of 78 for the fourth wicket.
Ashkon Seyed-Safi made 33, including one huge six. Ardingly came out and scored quickly but lost wickets at frequent
intervals. Bowling success was distributed throughout the Brighton team. Dhilan Amin took 2 important wickets with the
new ball, Freddie Lewenden bowled tightly, conceding just 1 run for his 2 wickets, and Jamie Brathwaite bowled
accurately at the tail to claim 3 scalps. Ardingly finished with 73 runs, a 93 runs victory for the college side.

Girls Cricket - Under 15 Indoor Regional Final

The college girls sailed through the Lady Taverners Indoor Regional Finals in Hertfordshire on Friday. They played
three matches before the final but none of the teams challenged this well-drilled college outfit. Next week the team will
play in the National Finals at Lord’s.
