A visit to Auschwitz Trip – By Luke Holbrook  

A group of 18 sixth formers and 4 members of staff made a 3 day visit to Krakow and Auschwitz.  As we embarked, I 
couldn’t help but recall harrowing images I had seen at the Holocaust Museum in Washington just a few months earlier. 
These preconceived notions of Auschwitz were brought to life at Auschwitz Birkenau and these images were adapted to 
the reality of the conditions.  The hundreds of thousands of deaths that took place near the city of Krakow were most 
evidently felt as we witnessed one of the gas chambers several feet from the oven used in its aftermath.  

Our mood was lightened the next day by a walking tour of one of the world’s largest salt mines consisting of an 
underground cathedral. After raising from the 200 meter deep mine, we ate a traditional Kosher meal at a restaurant in 
the evening.  The restaurant even had a Polish singer to indulge us further in Polish culture.  We toured the beautiful 
city of Krakow, visiting old universities, and churches (including the Pope’s window.  This balance of seeing Poland in 
different cultural and historical lights made this trip unique.

Cricket 

v Eastbourne 

The 1st XI led brilliantly and fielded even better, including 4 run outs.  The standards in the field were set by Paymahn 
Seyed-Safi who was outstanding at extra cover. All bowlers were economical although A Hamed (2 for 22) and Ali Skan 
(2 for 28) were the pick of the bowlers. Eastbourne were restricted to 187 for 8 off 50 overs. James Chapman again 
scored runs (38) and Jamie Thornely on debut batted superbly well for 89 not out carrying the College XI to a 
comprehensive 4 wicket victory against Eastbourne College. 

The best batting performance of the season thus far, underpinned by a fine 83 from James Silk, showed the progress 
the team has made in their batting. However, a fine century from the Eastbourne opener meant that Eastbourne passed 
our total with relative ease, despite some steady bowling. Valuable lessons should have been learnt about how to adapt 
when one batsman is particularly dominant. Our cause was not helped by some dropped catches and a failure of the 
fielders to fully support their bowlers. Brighton College 173 for 6, Eastbourne College 174 for 2. Eastbourne College won 
by eight wickets. 

In the first game of the season the 3rd XI were feeling confident about the strength of their bowling attack and made 
what turned out to be an ill fated decision to take the field.  Despite some tight bowling from Richard Grey and some 
tricky spin bowling from Charlie Richards, mistakes in the field and an inconsistent length allowed the opposition to 
reach a lofty total of 171. Eastbourne's bowling attack piled on the pressure early with a consistently good line, which 
eventually led to a Brighton collapse for 33. 

In the 4th XI games Eastbourne batted first and while they made steady progress, Brighton took wickets.  Sam Meikle-
Small taking 3 for 19, Henry Bagley and Stephen Eckford both bowled well.  Eastbourne finished 172 all out after 24 
overs.  Brighton began their innings tentatively, but Dylan Grummit and Will Wright soon built a partnership with Will 
scoring 20.  The batting came alive when Andrew Mitchell came and began to eat in to the Eastbourne total.  The  
Eastbourne demeanour rapidly changed from casual to frantic as they realised that he was going to be difficult to 
remove and might just put their solid total at risk.  Andrew scored 84 including  fourteen 4s and one 6. On his departure 
the tail almost batted out, but the last wicket fell with 9 balls remaining and a creditable total of 128 all out. 
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The Under 15 As lost in a closely fought match to Eastbourne.  Batting first, the team got off to a wonderful start with a 
huge opening partnership between Eswar Kalidasan and Yaz Bahemou totalling over 130.  Eswar took the lead in the 
partnership and was eventually out for a very well made 101.  The final total was 194 for 7.  While the bowlers toiled 
hard, on a placid New Ground wicket no one consistently troubled the Eastbourne batsmen.  Despite this, a very good 
effort in the field, some excellent catching and an unlikely cameo with the ball from Ben Hornby kept the team in the 
game until the final over.  In the end - only four balls separated the two teams.   

Another very good team effort saw the under 15 Bs score over 220 runs for the second week in a row. Batting first 
James Cash and Charlie Marshell gave Brighton a strong start putting on 83 runs for the first wicket. Ben Halford 
continued to score at a rapid rate and his score of 84 not out put Brighton College in command of the match as they 
reached a total of 240 in their 30 overs. The College then took this good form into the field and bowled out Eastbourne 
for 141 in the 28th over.  Special mention should go to Ben Halford who top scored with 84 not out and took 3 
wickets. James Cash continued his good run of form scoring 64.  

The under 14 As won a low scoring game by 4 wickets on a green Eastbourne 
wicket. Brighton's formidable opening bowlers, Sam Grant (4-5 off 7 overs) and 
Dougie Glynn-Jones (3-9 off 7 overs) reduced Eastbourne to 19-6 after 10 overs 
of superb pacey swing bowling. This means that, together,  they have taken an 
impressive 18 wickets for just 111 runs off 40 overs in their first 3 games. Harry 
Klus (2-8 off 5 overs) and vastly improved fielding reduced Eastbourne to just 40 
all out. In reply, despite being in control throughout, Brighton panicked and lost 6 
wickets before reaching their target. Harry Klus top scored with 16 and Henry 
Anscombe made an important 10 not out.   

The under 14 Bs were comprehensively outplayed and lost by 9 wickets.  Invited 
to bat first, the College were bowled out for 63 by a disciplined and efficient 
Eastbourne side.  Only Harvey-Jones (23) managed to adapt to the variable 
bounce. Mitchell took an early wicket with a vicious in-swinger, but after that the 
home team cruised to victory with 15 overs to spare. The top and middle order 
batsmen will hopefully show more application in future weeks.  

The under 14 C team lost to Eastbourne having bowled first and restricted the 
opposition to 103 for 9 off 30 overs.  The pick of the bowlers was Tom Rollinson 
with splendid figures of 4 for 12 off 4 overs.  Gabriel Panayiotou claimed 2 for 15, 
and Charlie Brotherston finished with 2 for 5 off 5 overs. This creditable bowling 

performance was not matched by some poor batting, the College subsiding to 38 all out with no one shining with the bat.  
Eastbourne won by 65 runs.
