Sports Review

Cricket v Epsom College 

Epsom made uncertain progress against an accurate 1st XI attack reaching 131 - 6 before some wayward bowling after 
lunch enabled them to recover to 242.  In reply, the 1st XI lost two early wickets before Hartridge (31) and Thormely (52) 
regained the initiative to take the home side to 120 - 4 after 30 overs.  However, tight bowling and well placed fields 
slowed our progress and we subsided to 182 all out. 

Despite a resolute 25 not out from Charles Davies, the 2nd XI score of 95 in 30 overs seemed well below par at tea.  So 
it proved with Epsom knocking off the runs with relative ease despite 2 early wickets for Milo Gough.  This was a 
weakened 2nd XI, but those who came up from the 3rd XI played with commitment and selflessness.  2nd XI 95 all out, 
Epsom 96 for 3.  Epsom won by 7 wickets. 

In their second fixture of the season the 3rd XI travelled to Epsom hoping to erase the memory of a heavy defeat to 
Eastbourne a week previously.  Having won the toss Epsom College elected to bat and scored a massive 243-5 in 30 
overs, mainly due to an erratic line and length from the Brighton College bowlers.  Faced with the monumental task, the 
3rd XI got off to a shaky start, with the opening pair Stevens and Gonzalez getting dismissed cheaply.  Andy Mitchell's 
quick fire 26 gave the away side hope, but the game was lost when Brighton were dismissed for 121 after 18 overs.  

The Under 15 A XI narrowly lost.  Batting first, the team posted a respectable total of 118 from 30 overs with Bahemou 
batting very well for 44.   An excellent start was made with the ball, as Jack Nichols-Marcy ripped through the top order 
picking up three wickets.  However, in the end Epsom staggered over the line with three wickets in hand.  The Under 15 
B XI lost to Epsom by 56 runs.  Epsom won the toss and decided to bat, but quickly lost three wickets to brilliant bowling 
by Kasper Axelson. However, Epsom's middle order gained control of the match, pulling numerous balls to the 
boundary.  A late flourish of 37 runs by their number 10 batsman resulted in Epsom posting 216/9 off 30 overs.  Jamie 
Cash and Charlie Marshall batted sensibly to share 40 runs for the opening partnership and Josh Ash top scored 
with 34, but accurate bowling from Epsom resulted in Brighton only managing 159 all out off 30 overs. 

The Under 14 A XI continued their improvement with a comfortable 34 run victory against Epsom.  Having been asked to 
bat on a rather green and unprepared wicket, Sam Grant (30) and Kiran Rajkumar (35) applied themselves impressively 
and placed the team at 69-1 with 10 overs remaining.  However, despite a run a ball 21 from Harry Klus only 52 were 
added in the overs.  Nonetheless, the 121-7 total was a very 'defendable' score.  On this occasion it was Brighton's 
change bowlers of Klus (3-15) and Rebecca Silk (4-9 off 5.2 overs) who were the key bowlers in Epsom's total of 87 all 
out, while Rajkumar made 3 important stumpings.  The Under 14B XI won a close game by 1 wicket. The College did 
well to restrict Epsom to 118, after they had raced to 37 without loss from the first 3 overs. Lewenden bowled an 
excellent spell at first change, taking 2 wickets for 4 runs from 5 overs (including 4 consecutive maidens).  The run 
chase got off to a faulty start- after 14 overs Brighton were 60 for 6.  However, Lewenden and Woodward put on a stand 
of 45 for the seventh wicket to bring victory into sight, with the former unfortunate to be out, treading on his stumps as 
he pulled the ball to the boundary.  Captain Agnihotri hit the winning run in the penultimate over.  The team were 
delighted to win, but with 5 batsmen reaching double figures it should, perhaps, have been by a slightly more 
comfortable margin.
