Horatio Georgestone was invited by his Member of Parliament, 
Stephen Timms, to attend a debate at Portcullis House in the House 
of Commons.  The objective of the evening was to discuss reasons 
why many young people do not vote and other issues, such as how 
knife crime could be tackled.  Once the main debate was over, 
Horatio had an opportunity to speak to Members of Parliament on a 
one to one basis.  As Stephen Timms is the Financial Secretary to the 
Treasury, he was able to question him over recent budgetary 
decisions made by the government, and to discuss how effective the Treasury has been at resolving the financial crisis.   
Horatio says: “I went on to find other Labour Members of Parliament to ask them about the Gurkhas.  I heard a range of 
opinions.  I spoke Lyn Brown, who voted for the Bill and I spoke to a former minister who voted against the bill (and was 
subsequently sacked).  To end the evening, I spent my last hour listening to the Equality Bill that was being debated in 
the main House of Commons chamber.  The equality which is proposed by Labour is designed to modernise and 
streamline discrimination legislation.  I enjoyed a very exciting evening and, who knows, maybe I will be debating a bill in 
the commons someday myself.”

Sports Review 

Cricket v Harrow 

Good spells from 2nd XI bowlers Milo Gough and Joe Charnaud reduced Harrow to 33 for 3 but the bowling was less 
tight thereafter and good batting from the Harrow middle order took them to a healthy score.  The 2nd XI got off to a 
good start, with the captain, Jamie Proctor, leading the way. His dismissal for 32 led to a middle order collapse and 
Harrow tightened their grip on the game despite some lusty hitting by the Brighton tail.  Harrow 165 for 4, 2nd XI 135 all 
out. 

Bowling first, Harrow were constantly under pressure from the college’s bowling attack.  Elliot Jones and Georgia 
Adams were the pick of the bowlers, taking three and two wickets respectively.  Ben Halford bowled with incredible 
economy to only concede only 7 runs from 5 overs.  In the end, Harrow were all out for 121.  While the result was not a 
forgone conclusion on a damp wicket, Eswar Kalidasan and Hugh Richards made a wonderful start with the bat.  Both 
scored 50s in quick time to take the game away from an excellent Harrow bowling attack early.  The team scored the 
required runs with no less than 15 overs to go Hugh Richards scored the winning runs with a four to cap off a wonderful 
all-round performance.  Harrow 121/10 (from31) Brighton 122/3 (from 21). 

A good team effort saw the under 15 Bs ease to victory by 54 runs against a competitive Harrow side.  Electing to 
bat first the College faced a good bowling attack and batted sensibly building a good total of 154 for 7 from 30 overs. 
Max Longley was the pick of the batsmen scoring 37 not out and was ably supported by Sam Johnson who scored 30.   
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Harrow started their innings in a forthright manner but the College bowled well and steadily worked their way through the 
Harrow batting to bowl them all out for 100 runs in the 20th over.  Phillip Papasavas bowled very well taking 4 for 15. 
Brighton 154 / 7 (30 overs) Harrow 100 / 10 (20 overs). 

The under 14A XI played in a thoroughly entertaining game which yielded over 400 runs in 70 overs of cricket. Harrow 
effectively won the game in the first 20 overs of the match in which Harrow's impressive openers took the score to 111-
0. Nonetheless, lacklustre Brighton fielding most certainly helped their cause. Despite an improvement by the fielders, 
one opener scored 113 as Harrow posted a formidable 230-3; Tom Greenhalgh was by far the best bowler, taking 2-30 
off 7 overs. In reply Brighton were doomed at 9-2 off 9 overs yet, remarkably, Josh Ash (46 off roughly 35 balls), ably 
supported by Greenhalgh, transformed the game by scoring over 60 runs off the next 9 overs. Despite needing over 10 
per over from an early stage, Brighton fought gamely with some quickfire contributions of 28, 26 and 18 by Harry Klus, 
Henry Anscombe and Ashkon Seyed-Safi respectively.  They ended with a commendable 173-8, 57 runs short of their 
target. 

The under 14B XI lost by 2 wickets.  Having lost the toss and been invited to bat, the College collapsed to 4 for 3 from 
the first 5 overs. Symes (48) and Elliot (19) put on a stand of 69 for the 4th wicket, the main contributions in an 
ultimately modest total of 81 for 7. The pace of Woodward (3 for 17) and the swing of Amin (3 for 10) dismissed most of 
Harrow's early order batting. At 60 for 8 the game was there to be won. Unfortunately, the Harrow number 9 hit a flurry 
of boundaries to chase down the target. Poor ground fielding and impatient batting can be identified as areas for 
improvement. William Symes, though, deserves particular credit for a terrific innings in difficult conditions. Brighton 81/7 
Harrow 85/8 - lost by 2 wickets. 

Girls’ Cricket – Brighton College 1 st XI Cricket Festival 

Brighton College hosted the first ever independent schools girls’ cricket festival.  Despite the constant threat of rain the 
day was a huge success and the 1st XI put in a great effort to finish second out of four schools. The visiting teams were 
Cranleigh, Wellington and Epsom.  The girls of Epsom College were the eventual winners, winning all three games.  All 
the teams delivered an exceptionally high standard of play.  With the bat Georgia Adams, Verity Turner and Rebecca 
Silk scored the most runs for the college team and with the ball Izzy Noakes and Tabitha Worseley took the most 
wickets.
