Cricket Report

The 1% XI managed to get Dulwich in trouble several times during their innings but they were unable to capitalise each
time which resulted in a big score. Although it was a good batting track and a very quick out field the College batsmen
were unable to get going due to an assertive performance by Dulwich.

Dulwich 266 for 6, Brighton 115 all out, Dulwich won by 151 runs

An excellent innings from 2" X debutant Ross
Chisholm (86) ably supported by a breezy half century
from Harry Leonard enabled Brighton to post a
competitive score. Milo Gough took 3 wickets to make
inroads into the Dulwich batting, but a good start in the
field was not sustained. Some lacklustre fielding and
bowling allowed Dulwich to recover and pass the
Brighton total with relative ease. It was a pity that
concentration and confidence slipped in the last twenty
overs of the match since for much of it standards had
been high.

Brighton 189 for 8, Dulwich 190 for 4, Dulwich won by 6
wickets

Having lost the toss and being put into the field, the 3rd XI started off with some very economical bowling from Henry
Stevens and Richard Grey. However, other than an exceptional diving catch from Max Maidment, errors in the field and
inconsistent backup bowling allowed Dulwich to reach 148-9 in their 25 overs. Having lost some early wickets, including
a pair of ducks for the Gue brothers, the 3rd XI were faced with an uphill task. Some aggressive batting from Adam
Turnbull offered a glimmer of hope, but unfortunately the college side were all out for 125.

A depleted Under 15 A XI took on Dulwich at the New Ground missing four players from the squad. Bowling first, initially
the run rate was kept low thanks to regular wickets. Elliot Jones put in a wonderful individual effort to play a part in each
of the first six wickets, bowling very well to take three of them himself. In the final overs Dulwich hit out to finish on 178
from their 30 overs. Against a quality bowling attack the boys batted well. After a solid opening stand from Ben Hornby
(15) and Eswar Kalidasan (43), several middle order players also contributed strongly, with George Machan and Elliot
Jones both batting well in particular to post totals in the 20s. Despite struggling hard the required total was just too great
and the team fell 30 runs short. Dulwich 178 for 8 Brighton 149 / 9

A spirited performance by the Under 15 Bs was not enough to beat a good Dulwich side and the College lost a
competitive game by 5 wickets. Batting first the College struggled to get to grips with accurate Dulwich bowling and
were bowled out for 90 runs. Defending such a total was always going to be difficult but Greenstreet and Tydeman both
bowled well and, combined with some very good fielding, the College made Dulwich work hard for their runs who only
past the College's total in the 18th over. Brighton lost by 5 wickets.
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The under 14As lost a close and entertaining encounter by 3 wickets; a game which yielded nearly 300 runs in 60 overs.
Brighton opted to bat on a good surface and were well placed when 106-3 off 21.5 overs. However, the key batsman
Sam Grant, who had played beautifully for his 59, gave his wicket away and precipitated a collapse. At 125-8 with 5
overs remaining, it required some sensible and effective play from William Symes and Rebecca Silk to see out the overs
and post an above par score of 147-9. However, Dulwich were always ahead of the rate due to generally disappointing
bowling. The exception was the star player, Grant who took 4-14 off 6 overs and his marvellous effort merited a win for
his side. Yet, mature batting from Dulwich's late, middle order guided them to an exciting victory.

The Under 14B Xl lost by 108 runs to an impressive Dulwich team. The team did well to restrict Dulwich to 167 for 8 on
a surface that offered little assistance to the bowlers. The Dulwich openers threatened to run riot, bringing up 50 within
7 overs, but first change seamers Worsley and Lewenden then took their wickets in quick succession. Although Brighton
continued to take wickets at regular intervals, Dulwich’s middle order all made runs fluently and in quick time. The
captain took the curious decision to bowl Appleberg for the first time this season for the final over. However, the gamble
paid off as he took wickets with his first two deliveries! The college innings, though, got off to the worst imaginable start,
with Masson caught behind from the very first delivery. The Brighton batsmen struggled to play the opposition pace
bowlers. Only Crewe (16) offered any significant resistance. Mitchell (15) also played an entertaining cameo, unleashing
one towering six over mid-on. These efforts were not enough to prevent the team from falling to 59 All Out, as Dulwich
proved to be a formidable fielding outfit. The main positive for the college was performance of the bowlers: by far the
best of the season against the strongest opposition encountered so far.
