Lord Renton,
President of the College, and the Headmaster read the lessons and the Second
Master gave the address. Afterwards there were drinks on the lawn and a lunch
in the Great Hall.

Rugby v St John’s

Unfortunately the 1% XV did not play well although they created enough chances to win the match. Two late drop goals
from St John’s were a big blow after dominating the territory against the wind. A huge amount can be learned from the
defeat and hopefully this will help the team make progress for the near future.

Despite matching the home side for physicality in the first half the 2nd XV were well beaten by a very physical St John’s
36-0. In the early exchanges the forwards aggression was commendable and throughout the game the backline looked
slightly more creative with ball in hand. However, as the game wore on the strength and size became too much for the
College side to handle and late tries were conceded. Well done to all of the boys for not talking a backward step
throughout.

The 3rd XV had a mixed performance on their first away fixture of the season, starting the first 10 minutes as if they
were still on the coach. Some costly early mistakes saw St John's taking an early lead, maintaining much of the
possession and not allowing Brighton to gain any momentum. Arnold Kwok looked dangerous will the ball in hand but
Brighton were unable to compete in more than one phase. St John's used a kicking game well to gain territory with the
3rd XV unable to repost.

3rd XV 7 - 45 St Johns

The 4ths acquitted themselves well for the match against St John’s over the weekend with a strong approach to rucking
and tackling. All members of the team played with vigour and resilience against a side who had more bulk and strength.
Despite being down at half time, Brighton pushed hard in the second half to defend their line with commitment and
dedication, preventing anymore more tries being scored. James Way, Patrick Edmund and Adam Meadows all set the
tone by hitting the opposition hard and early.

The under 16 A XV dominated this game from start to finish. A well organised defence which created pressure on the
opposition and improvements in ball retention helped the side to a 49 — 0 win. Lines of running and coming from depth
at pace still need working on, but it was encouraging to see that many of the unit play and individual skills are improving,
as is the conditioning of the side.

The under 16 B s will be very disappointed with their performance on Saturday losing 36 - 7. In a match that they never
deserved to win they were outclassed and out-aggressed in all areas of the game by a St John’s team with no lack
of passion - passion being a vital ingredient to playing rugby, an ingredient that we either had none of, or hided very
successfully. This team will need to do serious soul searching and get back to doing the basics well if they want any
chance of having a successful season.
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The under 15 A s played some good running rugby against a physical St John’s side. However, were unable to stop
some strong runners. They must defend tighter next week if they are to convert potential into winning rugby. Final score
43 — 7 to St John’s.

The under 15 B XV defended with great spirit in the first half against a strong wind and went in 17-0 at half time. After
the break we failed to use the wind to our advantage, but made life difficult for St John’s with some persistent pressure.
However, St John’s scored a late breakaway try to give them a 22-0 victory.

The under 14 As put in a strong performance against St John’s to win 17 — 7. St John’s were a strong outfit who put up
a very physical battle and were by no means a walkover. The first half saw the first try after a simple case of fast hands
opened up the left hand wing for Captain Nick Wright to dive over, this was shortly followed by Dillum Patel powering
over with Owen Male adding the conversion.
