Sports Science visit England Institute of Sport

Sixth Form Sports Science pupils visited Brighton University Sport & Exercise
Science Labs as part of their A-level study. They had the opportunity to use elite
sports training and testing facilities investigating sports physiology and
biomechanics of movement. The university is a satellite centre for the EIS (England
Institute of Sport) and pupils quickly found themselves involved in environmental
chambers of 37 degrees Celsius, altitude chambers with hypoxic conditions, using
ice-vests to pre-cool and Craig Holland and Lucas Shone (on his 18" Birthday!)
were put through the rigours of a VO2max and lactate threshold test. Everyone got
involved in analysing expired air, blood samples or taking part in the battery of tests.
The Sports Science lecturers taking the sessions were very impressed, commenting
that they were better than some of their current undergraduate students!

On Friday 6" November, some of the Lower Fifth will
be performing a series of short pieces using masks
made by Trestle Theatre Company.
