The onus on
the College side was to match the away team'’s tenacity up-front and early pressure from the blitz defence led to Fisher
mistakes with ball in hand. Resulting scrums were controlled well by Turnbull and Horner, setting up the platform for
Thompson to use his more skilful outside backs. Massive congratulations to all who played, particularly the ever
impressive Mitchell and Waugh combination in the back row. Tries were scored by Shepherd, Thompson and Abdul-
Moomin on debut, leading to a hard fought 20-13 win.
