Green Party Leader’s visit

East England. She set out her
vision for a ‘greener and fairer
society’ to a lecture theatre
overflowing with pupils, parents
and staff. Following her speech,
pupils posed many interesting
questions to which she gave well
thought out answers, and pupils
had the opportunity to meet her
afterwards during a reception.

6.3% reduction in electricity

On Monday we were challenged to ‘Switch it off’, and succeeded in reducing the College’s electricity use by 6.3%
compared to the previous Monday, a fantastic achievement. This means that our target of a 10% reduction in energy
use during the coming year as part of the 10:10 campaign is within our reach, and we will be asking pupils and staff to
continue ‘switching it off’ in order to achieve this.

In the evening, senior boarders debated the motion “This House Believes that fighting global warming should be
regarded by all developed countries as the most important and urgent issue”. This motion was opposed by a joint
Abraham and School House team, who emerged as the overall winners.

Swishing

On Tuesday we focused our
efforts towards recycling.

The ‘swishing’ (clothes
swapping) event during break
and lunchtime was a high
point, with boys and girls of
all ages swapping their
clothes and helping to reduce
the amount of clothing being
sent to landfill.

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25% increase in greener forms of transport

Pupils were challenged to walk, cycle or take public transport to school on Wednesday as part of the Green Transport
Day house competition. The Lower Third emerged as the winners, with almost a quarter of the pupils changing to a
greener form of transport. Seldon House competed against Hampden in the final round of the Senior house debating
competition.
