Somme Trip 12-13 February

During Half Term 60 members of the Upper Fifth followed in the footsteps of the British Tommies, some of whom were
the same age as the pupils, to the Somme Battlefields. Every soldier was a volunteer and told that it would be a ‘walk
in the park’, but when they went ‘over the top’ on 1 July 1916 half of them were cut down by machine gun fire, many in
the first 10 minutes. The battle would eventually consume over a million lives. How could such an awful tragedy occur
and who was to blame? These were some of the questions we tried to answer. Trying to comprehend the staggering
losses and enormous suffering can only be attempted by being in the place itself. The row upon row of white
gravestones, the exposed landscape that was ‘no man’s land’, the stunning memorials and poignant photographs leave
a deep impression. As the blood red sun dipped on the hushed, snowy ground, pupils read poetry by Wilfred Owen.
And so as not to reduce the memory of the battle to a recitation of statistics, everyone chose an individual grave and
with a lighted candle thought about the boy or man whose life was snuffed out in his prime.

Parking — A plea from the Bursar

A small and inconsiderate minority of parents are putting children’s lives at risk by double parking and blocking coach
parking areas in Sutherland Road, in particular at afternoon collection time. At the end of half term, one coach had no
option but to drop children in the road as the coach could not reach the pavement. Similarly, parents dropping off and
collecting in Walpole Road should not be parking in residents' bays or obscuring the road. As well as being a hazard for
pupils, the school is receiving a number of complaints. Please can all parents act sensitively to the needs of pupils and
our neighbours? We are working together with the police to help ensure inconsiderate or illegal parking does not
compromise pupil safety and that local residents are respected. The safety of children is our paramount concern.

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Governors in the News

The Chairman of Governors and Old Brightonian Lord Skidelsky was awarded an
honorary degree from the University of Rome Tre, in the presence of the
President of Italy, Giorgio Napolitano. At the same ceremony, he was also
appointed a Knight of the Grand Cross (Cavaliere di gran Croce), which is the
highest decoration within the President’s gift.

Lord Skidelsky has recently been at the heart of a
lively debate in the national media among economists,
discussing the best way to tackle the national deficit,
which has ballooned.

The debate has created a schism in the profession, with some economists backing the
Conservative Party’s view that fiscal tightening should begin this year, and others lending their
support to Alistair Darling’s decision to delay spending cuts until 2011. Lord Skidelsky’s letter
to the Financial Times on 18" February, co-signed by a further 53 leading economists, warned
against a premature programme of deficit reduction, following a letter setting out the opposite view from leading
economists from across the political spectrum to The Sunday Times on 14" February.
